The AGO treasury has always had the difficult task of knowing how many prize certificates
are outstanding. Since we have to reimburse an Edwin Watts or Specialty Golf when a certificate is
used at their stores, we must always be assured that our bank account has enough funds to pay
these requests. Currently you have 12 months to use these certificates. With so many not being
used right away this causes problems in not knowing how many are floating around. So to make
this an easier and more accurate task, we are changing the expiration time from 12 months to 6.
Also when we reprint these certificates they will be numbered, this should also help us identify
who has outstanding certificates and when they’ll expire. So when you win a prize certificate, use
it. Don’t through it in a drawer, you may forget about them. Remember they can be used at these
golf stores (Edwin Watts stores on Turkey Lake, Frontage Rd. and Casselberry, plus Specialty Golf -
436 Altamonte). Many members use them to help pay for upcoming monthly tournaments. Just
send them in with your entry form and check.

And lastly, for those of you that play the gross skin game, please personally hand-in your
scorecards before leaving that tournament. (To Larry Bretz) Some cards have been turned in not
signed or not turned in at all. So make sure you hand your scorecard to Larry and make sure he has
verified your scores.

17-3. Ball Striking Flagstick or Attendant

The player's ball must not strike:

a. The flagstick when it is attended, removed or held up;
b. The person attending or holding up the flagstick or anything carried by him; or
c. The flagstick in the hole, unattended, when the stroke has been made on the putting green.

Exception: When the flagstick is attended, removed or held up without the player's authority - see Rule 17-2.

Penalty for Breach of Rule 17-3:
Match play - Loss of hole; Stroke play - Two strokes and the ball must be played as it lies.
